Susie Everett returned from a medical mission trip to Mexico feeling burdened by the medical needs in her own community. Sharing her feelings 

with her pastor, she quickly found that other members in the community were experiencing the same passion to create a facility that could offer 

affordable medical care with a Christian foundation.  Connecting Susie with  Debbie Johnson and Warren Burleson, Susie's pastor reminded her

Back then, however, applications were done entirely by hand and Donette routinely took applications home to complete.  Currently, computers 

make the process much easier and now allow CCCC to distribute over $1 million of PAP prescriptions annually to patients.  This is truly a blessing, 

as medications remain one of the largest expenses the Clinic incurs. Susie recounts that more than a few patients diagnosed with life-threatening 

diseases were referred out to volunteer specialists. Many lives have been saved thanks to the CCCC volunteers ς past, and present. Susie said,

Mike Cowling and his father, Harvey Cowling (of 

Patterson Dental at that time) donated many hours of labor to install and refurbish the used operatory equipment. 

Dr. Nix (now retired) of Malvern,  the Cloud dental family, and Dr. Stephen Boatright of Little Rock also donated 

equipment. Drs. Lloyd and Cooper of Hot Springs provided  surgical instruments to get us started. Additionally, Patter-

son Dental and  Sullivan Schein contributed a great supply of the disposable items. Carl Glover, of Benton, generously 

donated his plumbing labor and supplies. Middlebrooks Electric did the electrical work at a huge discount. So much

MORE THOUGHTS ON HUMBLE BEGINNINGSé. 
In Marilyn Hillôs words, "The first planning meeting I attended was conducted primarily by Warren Burleson and Dr. 
Mark Vice.  We were shown a video made by the Hot Springs Charitable Clinic and it really spoke to me. The 
workers were telling of how they wanted to share the love of Jesus through this ministry because they had been 
so blessed themselves that they wanted to help others. The patients interviewed were so appreciative of every-
thing being done for them. 

 
 

One event I remember was our first ñmockò clinic. We had volunteers working each area and volunteers serving as 
patients to see how the flow would work and what changes we might need to make before the first official clinic. It 
was stormy that night and the power went out. Talk about dark! Needless to say, we made sure we had flashlights 
on hand in every area from then on. One of the main things that I think of when I think of our humble beginnings is 
how God has been in this with us from the beginning and how He has blessed this work. We had so little at the 
first in the way of material goods, yet every time there was a need, He provided.  Iôve seen people donate paper 
goods, office equipment, medical supplies, computers, cleaning services, and patients have painted walls and 
done odd jobs. Whatever the need, it has been met.  
 
Some of the other volunteers that were very involved at the beginning were Merilene Avaritt, our first Administra-
tor,  and Jackie West and his wife, Nancy, as Treasurers.  Dr. Monty Parsons set up the dental clinic. Lois Bethards, Jody Jordan and 
Jocelyn Burleson were all so faithful to be at every clinic to work in the reception area.  It was a real challenge at first to register patients 
on the spot, besides getting everyone signed in to see doctors or dentists or to get pharmacy refills. Bobby Elrod and Wayne Hill worked 
as security and helped with the ñmobò outside by trying to keep peace when people tried to cut in line.  
 
I also remember when patients started lining up at 1:00 p.m. Those were the days we were seeing 100 patients per clinic and wouldn't be 
finished until 10:30 p.m., or later. ñLaterò was especially true for the pharmacy. I won't forget how crowded the halls used to be in the origi-
nal clinic building with patients lining the walls on both sides, besides filling the waiting room.  One specific patient story that stands out in 
my mind is about a woman who had never worked and when her husband retired at 65, she didn't have any insurance. She had several 
medical problems and you could tell it was very hard for her to accept our help. She came for 3-4 years until she turned 65 and was able 
to receive her Medicare. Most patients, generally, are so grateful to be able to come to the clinic. Considering the number of patients in-
volved and the amount of time they spend waiting, there haven't been too many complaints."
